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CHANGES TO CAAT RETIREE
EXTENDED HEALTH BENEFITS (EHC plans)
submitted by Bill Totten

There are changes coming to our Retiree Extended Health Benefits. A detailed description of these
changes has already been sent to participants by Kim Bode, Benefits Officer, St. Clair College. This
is intended as a follow up only.

Coverage is currently provided under three separate plans — Plan 1, Plan 2 and Plan 3. The following
changes will take place as of February 1, 2019:

There will be additions and enhancements to existing benefits under EHC Plan 1
EHC Plan 2 and EHC Plan 3 will be combined into one plan

There will be modifications to existing benefits under EHC Plan 2.

There will be an annual limit of $100,000 per covered individual for prescription drugs
There are no changes being made to the Dental or Life Insurance benefits

NOTE: Plan 1 is the plan most similar to the coverage as a full time employee

Any changes you wish to make must be made prior to February 1, 2019.

Additional details regarding the changes to the EHC Plans will be provided in December when you
will be asked to stay in Plan 1 or to move to Plan 2.
